Open at Bonneys Ski Park which saw nearly 15 competitors go head to head to take out
the cash put up by the Peach family in memory of their son Cory. The competition was
fierce and the format of the Cory Peach Open encourages riders to step out of their
comfort zones and go as big as they can trying new tricks-as Cory was always known to
do. The final standings saw Ben Luckens take home $300 after he put in two flawless,
smoking runs with massive new tricks to finish ahead of Kuri Wickliffe who went home
with a crisp $100 with Aaron Gordon surprising everyone with a few new tricks in his
pass to finish in 3" place which earned him a pineapple ($50). Callan Starr was also
awarded $50 as the most outstanding Junior.

Well before | get too excited | better move right onto the wrap up of Round 2
which was again held down at the full lakes of the Bonneys Ski Park on Sunday 23rd
October. The previous record number of 40 competitors was smashed as we ended up
with 52 riders competing which was an amazing turn out. Each and every one was as
keen as the other to hit the pumping wakes being offered up by the Nautique Western
Australia Super Air Nautique 230 and 211.
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e The Rookie division sponsored by the Wake Park Mafia had a massive list of 8
riders competing. Jarrod Spencer rode very well to finish on top and should now
be looking to step up to the U16 Straight Air after a couple of outstanding efforts
in the last 2 rounds. Jakob Maciaszek was close behind in 2" ahead of good mate
Connor O’Keefe in 3" place. Brayden Trevena who came 4™, took home bragging
rights over brother Zac who finished in 8". Zac Tattem edged out Kai Hogarth for
5™ spot whilst his little sister Bailey did a fantastic job to return to the dock and
get 7" place in her first ever comp.
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e The Straight Air U16 sponsored by The Wake Coach-aka Kuri Wickliffe division
had 4 competitors that fought out a close battle for the top spot. Jackson Hays
used his grabs and 180’s to finish up on top of the podium with Jaden O’Keefe
closely behind in 2" place. Newcomer Zac Leeson put in an impressive effort to
finish in 3" place ahead of Tyler Tattam who unfortunately had a number of
crashes throughout the day.



The Bonneys Ski Shop Male 16+ division was the largest field of the day with 12
riders running a number of heats and LCQ’s. The final was exciting to watch and
nearly mirrored the Round 1 results as Brendan Fay had a large range of tricks to
again take out first place ahead of Michael Bond in 2". The biggest change on the
podium was seeing Tim Gilotti get up and over competitive rival-Lee Tattam to
earn his first podium finish for the season. Mike Hogarth finished in 5™ spot
ahead of Ayrton Paris in 6.
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The Bonneys Ski Shop Female 16+ had what has been one of the biggest fields to
date for the ladies, which was great to see. Once a few injured riders come off the
bench these girls are going to have one of the largest line ups in the club. As far as
results go Georgia Peach grabbed her way through an outstanding 2 passes to
finish the clear winner on the day. 2nd to 4™ spot were separated by only 10 pts
with Symonne Kennedy finishing 2™ ahead of Michelle Maciaszek on the
podium. Mel Hays was a very close 4™ spot. Newcomer Kelly Dyball rode great
in her first comp to take out the 5™ place spot ahead of Rebecca Millward who
continues to go massive landing hard in the flats on most of her tricks.



The Liquid Elements Invert Division was dominated by the Don of the Wake Park
Mafia-Jeremy Playle, and with 2 wins in 2 comps he should now be looking to
challenge himself further by stepping up to the Inverts Advanced division.
Newcomer Matt Gilbert put in a commendable effort to finish closely in 2" place
ahead of the pint sized dynamo Riley Middleton who has recently earned a
sponsor or two with his “massive” style. Austin Jones took out 4™ place against
the guys twice his age to finish ahead of Sonny Tilbury in 5" spot. Unfortunately
one of the “good guys” of the club-Karl Rodgers was seriously injured whilst
competing in this division which we have since found out resulted in a broken
knee. Everyone at Westoz wishes Karl a speedy recovery and we all hope to see
him on the water stronger than ever when he is mended.

Kuri Wickliffe
rode like a machine throwing a last trick 720 to just (1.67 pts) finish ahead of
Dylan Odorisio whose Sbend was just freaking massive. Despite his perfect runs
in the heats which included Dum Dum and Batwing-Blind Benny Luckens had a
couple of crashes in the final which relegated him to 3. Aaron Gordon has
worked hard on bringing Batwings and the infamous Tootsie which hurt him in
the past into his run to mix it up with the big boys and earn 4™ spot ahead of
Michael Kealley who has a flawless run but just continues to get pipped by the
mobes and high end tricks. Christian Robinson was not the smartest cookie in the
jar on the day-after crashing a BS 540 he thought it would be a good idea to repeat
it instead of compiling a safe run and doing the 540 at the end. Unfortunately the
result on the second attempt matched the first relegating him to 6" spot after 2
early falls. I am sure he will use this as a lesson in comp riding as he has been
riding so well lately and we all know he is capable of much more.

Again, a huge thanks needs to go out to all the newcomers that came down to
make this the biggest state round ever. We look forward to taking the club to new heights
this year with help from all the committee, members, volunteers and major sponsors who
include Nautique Western Australia, Jet Pilot Australia, Masterline, Liquid Elements,
Bonneys Ski Shop, Wake Park Mafia and The Wake Coach.
