For the second 

comp in a row Jakob Maciaszek was close behind in 2
nd

 ahead of Zac “Blocka” 

Tattam in 3rd. Tyler Kennedy only just missed a spot on the podium to go home 

in 4
th

 spot edging out Kai Hogarth for 5
th

. Bailey Tattam did a fantastic job to 

return to the dock and get 6
th

 place-although would have won the biggest smile 

comp if there was one as she had a ball.

Karen Starr did an great job with 

an array of surface tricks and wake jumps to finish with the top spot ahead of Lisa

 place. Stephanie Tattam had a solid stand up run to edge out Sarah 

Trevena who looked as though she was having a ball despite a couple of falls. 

 

 The Rookie Grown Up Male Division also sponsored by EBM Insurance gave the 

old boys a chance to mix it up and show off their skills. Todd Kennedy combined 

a solid two passes to pip el Presidente-Matt Robinson for the top spot despite 

many threats to the judges and scorers which was all in good fun. Dave Osman 

earned the final spot on the podium with some big air beating Alan Moody and 

Gavin Trevena who finished in 4th and 5
th
